Again, the bowling center allowed a collection to be made to temporarily help 

the family until other arrangements could be put into action.  Both of these events bring 

to the forefront the importance of being involved with groups or organizations.  Some 

people think of bowling in a league as just a time to play a game with others once a week, 

but I see it as an opportunity to form great friendships and a chance to be there for 

someone when they really need you.  Isn’t that what life is all about any way? 

 

In these days, when everyone is driving around with so much on their minds, be a 

defensive driver that looks out for yourself and others.

What is the goal most beginning bowlers dream of as they start learning the sport of 

bowling?  Usually just keeping the ball on the lanes for the first few years is enough but 

as they become more and more proficient at the game, the subtle idea will sneak into the 

mind and heart that maybe this game will be that elusive 300.  Have you ever noticed 

when a bowler is nearing that score how quiet it suddenly becomes in the immediate area 

of the lane where this is taking place?  Very quietly a group forms behind the lane and all 

action ceases elsewhere for a few minutes.  If the 300 game is accomplished a cheer goes 

up.  Everyone is happy and patting the successful bowler on the back, shaking his hand 

and congratulating them.  However, if it suddenly falls apart as a single pin spare is 

missed, a moan of disappointment arises as if it was each individual himself or herself 

that was the bowler.  Everyone shares the disappointment the bowler must feel.  But that 

was not the case on Wednesday December 2, 2009 and even though this is a little late in 

the reporting, it’s always great news to hear about a 300 game. 

 

Jessica Davidson-Kobia of a morning league at Longwood Bowling center is a member 

of the Wednesday Morning Madness women’s league and bowled her first 300 game.  

Jessica told me that she had been bowling 22 years and started when she was about six.  

Having been born into a large bowling family; mother, father and grandmother, she was 

greatly influenced when starting to bowl.  She held offices in other leagues starting as 

league president when in YABA.  Currently she bowls in two leagues, Wednesday 

morning and evening.  Her average in December in the morning league was 184 and 191 

in the evening league.  Her highest game previously was a 279 in 1996 and 280 in 2004.  

She is currently bowling with a 14lb. fingertip ball. 

 

When I asked how she felt she was bowling that day she said, “I was not feeling too good 

but just kept throwing my ball.  I began to feel better as I got into the game but not really 

paying too much attention to the score.  By the ninth frame I was really beginning to take 

notice and on the tenth frame I threw a strike and moved over to the other lane.”  Her 

husband Mike, who is the manager of Longwood Lanes was watching and quickly told 

her to move back to the original lane to complete her game.  Jessica then bowled another 

strike and then one more for her first 300.  It’s amazing what an accomplishment like that 

can do to make you feel better because she said when I asked her how she felt after that, 

“It was one of the greatest feelings I’ve ever had!” 

 

Jessica has attended tournaments in Reno, Las Vegas and other.  She is employed with 

“Firkin & Kegler Entertainment Center” in Waterford Lakes in Orange County.  There 

are areas for just about any form of indoor sport you want to play.  I often see family 

groups with lots of children coming and going into and out of the huge building that 

serves the complex.  I know this must be true because I drive by often when I go to 

Waterford Lakes Plaza to shop and the parking lot is always full.  Bowling is also one of 

the sports they offer. 
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Our Worries Can Distort the Reality of Our Bowling

At times, our worries and anxieties can overwhelm us.  In addition, our worries can 

distort our perception of our bowling. Here is a brief list of techniques that a bowler can 

use to help gain a better perspective on things during their stressful moments.  

 

When feeling anxious, stop what you are doing and try to do something relaxing. A 

person should take a deep breath and try to find something to do for a few minutes to get 

their mind off of the problem. A person could get some fresh air, listen to some music, or 

do an activity that will give them a fresh perspective on things.  
 

Remember that our fearful thoughts are exaggerated and can make the problem worse. A 

good way to manage your worry is to challenge your negative thinking with positive 

statements and realistic thinking. When encountering thoughts that make you fearful or 

anxious, challenge those thoughts by asking yourself questions that will maintain 

objectivity and common sense.  
 

When overwhelmed with worry, a person may encounter a lot of scary thoughts coming 

at them all at once. Instead of getting upset, remember that these thoughts are 

exaggerated and are not based on reality. From my interviews with various professionals, 

I've learned that usually it is the fear behind the thoughts that gets us worked up. Ignore 

the fear behind these thoughts and your worry should decrease.  
 

Be smart in how you deal with your fears and anxieties. Do not try to tackle everything 

all at once. When facing a current or upcoming task that overwhelms you with a lot of 

anxiety, break the task into a series of smaller steps. Completing these smaller tasks one 

at a time will make the stress more manageable and increases your chances of success.  
 

Remember that all the worrying in the world will not change anything. Most of what we 

worry about never comes true. Instead of worrying about something that probably won't 

happen, concentrate on what you are able to do.  
 

In every anxiety-related situation you experience, begin to learn what works, what doesn't 

work, and what you need to improve on in managing your fears and anxieties. For 

instance, you have a lot of anxiety and you decide to take a walk before your next 

bowling match to help you feel better. The next time you feel anxious you can remind 

yourself that you got through it the last time by taking a walk. This will give you the 

confidence to manage your anxiety the next time around.  
 

It is not easy to deal with all of our fears and worries. When your fears and anxieties have 

the best of you, try to calm down and then get the facts of the situation. The key is to take 

it slow. All you can do is to do your best each day, hope for the best, and when something 

does happen, take it in stride. Take it one step at a time and things will work out.
